This is our primary communication tool to provide state-funded Program Gambling Services
providers with Critical Program Updates. Please take time to ensure that you are up to
date on clarifications and changes to our system that will appear here.

From the desk of Paul D. Potter:

I was struck the other day when I heard the term “OBE” (Overcome by Events) and
wondered just what does that mean, especially since it seemed to define my world
recently. A quick Google search uncovered the following definition: “when a situation
changes so rapidly that any proposed courses of action are no longer useful.” Now that
seems even more relevant when applying it to our current budget situation. In order to
bring our current budget more in line with projected revenue we are preparing for a
reduction to be implemented in early spring. We are listening to each local provider
network as to where the reductions should be applied and what the local implications
will be. You will be receiving more specific information as soon as final decisions are
made. Meanwhile, our task will be to not be overtaken by these events and keep moving
forward in the best way possible. Let’s work together to find the creative ways we can
keep our system intact and ready for when we come out of the down economic cycle.
